Fellows Program applicants should provide a resume, cover letter, and a two-to-three-page statement outlining 
how the applicant meets the criteria stated above. In addition, the applicant must provide three letters of reference 
regarding personal reputation and character.

The due date for the fall 2024 term is March 1, 2024. Applicants may be either part- or full-time graduate students 
but will need to use the awarded funds.
